A REPORT FROM THE PRESIDENT OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

What an amazing community in which
to live and work. Even though you, as
individuals, struggled financially during
the past fiscal year, over 300 of you—
individuals, churches, civic clubs and
businesses—donated enough funding
to keep the North Mecklenburg Senior
Center open for the 2009-2010 year.
Many of you are seniors yourselves,
who gave sacrificially to assure the
continuance of services to North Meck
seniors.

In spite of this generosity, CMSC had
to make difficult decisions to reduce
some of our services at all four loca-
tions to accommodate funding reduc-
tions from a number of sources. To
those of you who supported all our
Centers through this tough year—and
whose names are on the following

pages—we send our gratitude.
We are so proud of what we are able
to do for the seniors to help them
remain healthier longer, thereby reduc-
ing their need of more costly services.
In a recent survey, 98% of our seniors
reported being able to stay independ-
ent as a result of our services; 99%
reported having something to look for-
ward to each day and 100% said they
feel happier and more satisfied with
life!

These are amazing results for the
mere cost of approximately $6 per
week for each senior served. As we
plan for the next fiscal year, our fun-
ders are already warning of reduced
support. Would you consider sponsor-
ing a senior for one year by donating
$3007 You could be saving a life.
